Muscles of the face and relative deformations
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a. Levator labii superioris- This muscle starts at the base of the nose and connects to the middle of the top lip. Used alone, it pulls the top lip up into a sneer.

b. Zygomatic major-This muscle lays across the cheek and connects to the corner of the mouth. Used alone, it pulls the mouth into a smile.

c. Risorius-This muscle stretches over the jaw and attaches at the corner of the mouth. Used alone, it pulls the mouth to the side and down, as when crying.

d. Triangularis-This muscle stretches over the lower side of the jaw and pulls the corner of the mouth down. It is used when frowning or scowling.

e. Depressor labii inferioris- This muscle connects the lower lip to the chin. It pulls the lower lip straight down, as when speaking.

f. Mentalis-This muscle connects to the skin of the chin. When contracted, it pulls the chin up, forcing the lower lip into a pout.

g. Orbicularis oris-This muscle is attached to the corners of the mouth. It purses or tightens the lips.

h. Orbicularis oculi-This muscle connects the cheek to the inner​ eye area. Contraction of this muscle results in squinting.

i. Levator palpebrae-This muscle attaches to the upper eyelid and raises it when surprised.

j. Corrugator-This muscle runs from the bridge of the nose to the middle of the eyebrow. It pulls the eyebrows down and in, as when frowning or concerned.

k. Frontalis-This muscle runs across the forehead and connects to 
the eyebrows. It pulls the eyebrows up.
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
